For instance, a 1, 2, and any other place
wins; a 1, 3, and another finish wins; A 2,
3, 5 finish is a winning combination as is

al, 4,5 finish.

And while on the course, if your team
numbers are not adding to a winning
combination, then tactics become
critical. Teammates will cover oppos-
ing competitors to better the position of
another teammate. Another might drive
a competitor clear off the course. Mark
trappings and tacking duels - anything
within the rules to gain a better position
and gain a winning combination is fair
and were witnessed on the water.

Meanwhile, for the 2018 edition of the
Team Regatta, competitors enjoyed lunch
